According to the figure(1) during the span of two months (march and April), there were at least 34
clashes between the military council army (Myanmar Military) and the KIA, along with its alliance,
the PDF (People's Defense Force). These confrontations mostly took place in Hpakant and Shwegu
townships. Out of these incidents, 12 clashes occurred in Shwegu township, while 8 clashes took
place in Hpakant township, each at different imes and locations. Additionally, there were two
clashes in Mohnyin, Sumpra Bum, and Myitkyina townships respectively. Furthermore, there were

three clashes in a single day in Sumpyi Yang and Lungsha Yang villages, which are situated along

the road leading to Putao township.




I t 1s evident that the conflict between the KIA and military council (Myanmar Military) has escalated

compared to the previous two months ( Jan-Feb ). The map mdicates that most of the fighting 1s
concentrated m the border areas adjacent to the Sagaing region, specifically i1 Shwegu, Hpakant, and
Mohnyin townships. Out of the 34 clashes that occurred during the two-month period, the military council

deployed its air force on 16 occasions.

forcibly recruited and taken away as new soldiers by the Kachin Independence Army (KIA). Therefore,
there were (408) people who were arrested arbitrarily m two months. It also mcludes the arrest of
Daw Ma Ma Aye, a member of the NLD party in Tantse Township, Sagaing Province, by the military

council army while she was at her home in Pha PyinWard, Phakant township.

Most of the arrests took place in Hpakant Township. Most of those who were arrested have been released,
and about two dozen people have not yet been released. In studymg the process of arrests, the muilitary
council army entered the village at gunpoint along the route of their march, abducted the local people,
beat them, and sun-burmed them. It was seen that he was made to sit with his hands tied behind his back

for a long time. About two dozen people are still being held in Hpakant prison.

According to Figure (4), there were 308 people who were taken along the line as human shields by the
military council army. Aarests as human shields took place mostly in villages 1 Phakant Township and

happened in Sumprabum Township and Shwegu Township.

Aurrests as human shields are seen when the military council troops are moving and patrolling, and arrest
and making the local people walk among the soldiers and took the people as a guide along their ways,

gathering them m one place, and holding them as hostages.

On Apnl 19, 2023, the military council army took approximately 60 villagers, mcluding children, women,
and men, as human shields. While they were being transported m two tweel-wheels cars and one
Landcruiser car, a battle broke out between the mulitary council army and the KIA near the Ganoi(village)
on the Hpakant city road. During the confrontation, a projectile fired by the KIA forces struck the group
of people who were being used as human shields by the nulitary council army. As a result, a girl lost her

life in the sport, and six others were injured and required mmmediate medical attention i Myitkyina.

According to Figure 5, there were 17 cases of killings reported during the two-month period. Four of the
killings were committed by the military council ( Myanmar Military ), while the perpetrators of the
remammmg 13 killmgs remam unknown. These meidents occurred in the months of March and April.
Most of the killings took place in Hpakant township. The victims were killed through arbitrary shootings,
mtentional targeted killings, and instances of torture leading to death. In hpakant, there 1s escalating killing

case that can not identify who 1s perpetrator day by day.

On the 5th of April 2023, a battle broke out between the Military Council Army (Myanmar military) and
the KIA (Kachin Independent Army). During the battle, the Military Council Army used aircraft to drop
bombs mto the village, and at the same time, nulitary entered the village m columns. Local villagers fled

to the nearby jungles as the military entered the villages.

The houses were burnt down after being hit by aerial bombs, and the army set fire to them. It was found
that a total of 12 willages were burned by the Military Council Army. The mumber of burned houses in
each village 1s as follows: 131 houses i1 Man Wein, 76 houses in Simugale, 40 houses m Thone Kouk,
40 houses m Si Mu Gyi, 43 houses in Man Na, 100 houses m Si Thar, 100 houses in Nant Hlan, 33 houses
m Hemn Kaung, 95 houses in S1 Maw, 35 houses in Man Hka, 36 houses m Nau Lat Gyi, and 231 houses
m Si Thaung. In total, 964 houses were burned by the Military Council army m Shwegu Township.
In the fire, 1t was observed that they lost their rice, gram, money, and household items. Additionally,

the fire left 4,244 people homeless.
